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RULES AND ORDERS

'The following new rules and orders were according to the

provisions of an Act made and passed in the 17th year of the reign

of King George 3rd, entitled "An Act for dividing the chase of

Enfield, in the county of Middlesex, and for other purposes therein

mentioned”, on the 8th day of April, 1981, taken into consideration

at a meeting within the parish of Monken Hadley, formerly in the

county of Middlesex and now in the London Borough of Barnet, whereof

due notice was given as provided by the said Act and by the Act 7

William 4th and lst Vict. c.45, and approved by the major part of

the persons assembled at such meeting entitled to rights of commonage

upon the said common, and were afterwards confirmed and signed by the

nmjor part of all the owners and proprietors of messuages and lands

within the said parish, entitled to such rights upon the said common.

WHEREBY IT WAS ORDERED:*

1. That all rules and orderszfor the nae, management or regulation Fbflnernfla

of the common called "The Monken Hadley Common", heretofore made, he, 'flmakfl

and the same are hereby, abrogated.

2. That, subject to the provisions of rule 4, the said rights of Remdafiona'
to stint:

commonage shall hereafter be had and enjoyed by the several persons

entitled thereto according to the following stints, that is to say,

every occupier of a dwelling house within the said parish assessed

to the Land Tax in the year 1777 at £20 a year or upwards, and

entitled to rights of common in reapect thereof, shall be entitled

to keep on the common two head of commonable beasts or cattle in

respect of such house, and no more; and if assessed at less than

£20 a year, to keep one head in respect of such house and no more;

and every occupier of three acres of land and upwards within the

said parish who is entitled to commonage in respect thereof shall

have liberty to keep on the common, in respect of Such land, after

the rate of one head of commonable beasts for every three acres of

land he shall so occupy, foals under a Year old and calves under

four months, if on the common with their dams, not to be counted in

the stint.

The owners and occupiers of houses built at any time since the

date of the said Act, or to be hereafter built, have no statutory

right of common in respect of such houses, except Only in respect
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of soch as have been or shall be erected on the sites of any

houses standing at the time of the passing of the said Act, or

such as have been or shall be erected on any other part of the

land where such houses were at that time standing and have been

or shall hereafter be pulled down, to the intent that the number

of the rights of common shall in no wise be increased.

3. That rights of common shall, subject as is hereinafter provided,

he used by the occupiers of messuages or lands conferring such

rights.

6. That in the event of an owner or occupier of property to

which any right of common is attached retaining his right upon any

sale or disposition of the property or of his interest therein or

selling or letting such right for any period apart from the property

so as to convert it into a right of commpn in gross, he shall forth-

with give written notice of such retention, sale or letting to the

Curators of the Common; and in like manner in the event of any sale

or other disposition of any right of common which has been severed

from the property conferring it, the person selling or disposing of

such right shall give written notice of such sale or disposition to

the Curators and the Curators shall keep a Register in which shall be

entered full particulars of all dealings with any rights of common

which may from time to time become severed from such properties.~
But in the absence of any notice to the contrary the Curators shall

assume that the occupier of a property to which any right of common

is attached is entitled to exercise such right.

5. That the only animals commonable upon the said common shall be

geldings, mares, foals under a year old, fillies, steers, cows,

heifers, calves and asses.

6. That rights of common shall be exercisable only between the

lst day of May and the Blst day of October, both dates inclusive.

7. That in case any person shall knowingly and wilfully depasture

on the common any commonable animal or animals contrary to any of

these rules or orders, he shall forfeit and pay the sum of 10p per

head for every day or part of a day during which the same shall be

or remain on the common.

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8. That in case any person shall knowingly and wilfully turn

out or suffer to remain upon the common any stone horse, stallion,

entire horse or ass, or male foal above a year old, rig bull or

boar, he shall forfeit and pay a penalty of 10p per head for every

such animal for every day or part of a day during which the same

shall be or remain on the common.

9. That in case any person shall knowingly and wilfully permit

any animal infected with or having any contagious or infectious

disease to be turned on or remain on the common he shall be liable

to a penalty not exceeding £5; such penalty to be wholly irrespective

of the liability of the owner or owners of such animal to answer for

any injury which may be sustained by any commoner or other perSOn

in consequence of such diseased animal being or having been upon the

(xmmnn; and the Curators or the common keeper shall be at liberty to

call in the police or their veterinary inspector to inspect and take

charge of such animal.

10. That the management of the Common shall be in the hands of a

Management Committee and two Curators appointed as hereinafter

provided; and, subject to any directions of the Management Committee,

the Curators shall have power to appoint such persons as they may

deem necessary to assist them in the execution of these rules or

orders, and in overlooking the common, and the trees, woods and

fences upon and within the same; and to pay such persons such

salaries or wages for such assistance as they in their discretion

may think fit.

ll. That every person proposing to turn any beast or cattle on

to the common shall, before the same or any of them are turned on,

give to the Curators notice in writing in the form specified in the

schedule hereto, such notice to be left with either of the Curators.

12. That the Curators shall assign to each and every person

entitled to rights of common a distinguishing mark to be used in

marking such commonable animals as may be turned by such person

on the common, and they or their assistants shall mark or cause

to be marked conspicuoosly upon such animals such distinguishing

mark (and in case of a person turning on more than one animal

fire thereon, except under the written authority of the Curators,

and under no circumstances shall any gun, snare or net be used

upon the common. Any person or persons found contravening this

rule shall be deemed to be trespassing and may be proceeded

against accordingly in the manner provided by the said Act of

17 Geo. 3rd, c.17. Provided always that this rule shall in no

wise restrict or infringe upon the present rights and privileges

enjoyed by the Parishioners of Hadley or Monken Hadley.
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16. That none but commoners shall under any circumstances be

permitted to ride upon the common.

17. That no person be permitted under any circumstances to

drive or cycle upon the common.

18. That except upon the instructions or under the written

authority of the Curators no person shall cut, dig, or carry

away from off the common any wood, underwood, turf, plants,

leaves,mould or gravel, or cut, trample down or otherwise

damage any tree, bush or undergrowth thereon.

19. That no person or persons shall be allowed to sell or expose

for sale on the Common any goods, wares, merchandise or any other

article whatsoever without a licence in writing from the Curators,

and that the Curators shall not grant a greater number of licences

for such purpose than may from time to time be authorised by the

commoners in general meeting.

20. That any person or persons depositing any glass, earthenware

or similar material, broken or otherwise, or any soil or other

refuse material upon the Common, or wilfully breaking any glass,

earthenware or similar material found thereon shall be liable to

a penalty not exceeding Two Pounds.

21. That any person guilty of any wilful breach of any of these

rules or orders for which no penalty is herein especially provided,

shall be liable to a penalty not exceeding Five Pounds.

22. That all moneys arising from the sale of any timber or under-

growth sold under the authority of these rules or orders, and all

fines, penalties and sums of money payable under these rules or

orders, or under the provisions of the said Act 17 Geo. 3rd c.17

shall be paid to the Curators for the time being and shall

together with all rents receivable in respect of any encroachments

or otherwise, and the income of any investments for the time being

held in trust for the Commoners be paid to the credit of an account

at a Bank to be approved by the commoners in General meeting and

the moneys standing to the credit of such account shall be applied

for any purposes not inconsistent with these rules or orders or the

said Act as the Commoners in general meeting may from time to time

direct.

23. That a meeting of freeholders entitled to rights of common

and other commoners which shall be termed "The Annual General

Meeting" shall be held in every year at Church House, Monken

Hadley or such other place on such day not being earlier than the

Tuesday in Easter Week nor later than the last day of July, and at

such time as the notice convening the meeting shall specify, and

at such meeting the Curators shall submit a printed account, duly

audited, of all moneys received and expended by them during the

year ending on the preceding 15th day of March.

24. That besides the Annual General Meeting a Special General

Meeting shall as occasion may require be convened by the Curators

either at their pleasure or upon a requisition signed by five or

more persons entitled to rights of common or whenever the Manage*

ment Committee shall think it preper.

25. That every general meeting shall be convened by the Curators

by notice affixed to the Church door or usual notice board on

three Sundays immediately preceding the day of meeting, and by

two advertisements to appear within sixteen days of the day of

meeting in a local paper circulating in Barnet or the neighbour~

hood, stating the place, day and time of the meeting and in the

case of a special general meeting, the matters to be considered

at the meeting.

26. That every meeting may adjourn at pleasure to a future day

or to a later hour in the same day.

27. That at every meeting a Chairman shall be elected for the

purposes of that particular meeting, who shall regulate the course

of proceedings and put all questions to the vote, and his decision

on all matters of form or order or on questions put shall be bind—

ing on the meeting.

28. That on taking the number of votes on any question at any

such meeting such votes shall be taken per capita and a majority

the Curators such directions with regard to the management of

the Common as they think proper.

31. That the Management Committee shall at their first meeting (honestfi

the committee to determine and report to the Management Committee

on the propriety or expediency of felling and cutting any and

what amount of timber or undergrowth, and the time and manner of

the sale thereof; and, in the event of such report or any portion

thereof being adopted, the said report or such portion thereof

as shall have been adopted shall forthwith be carried into effect

under the supervision of the Timber Committee.
